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IMPORTANT INFORMATION CONCERNING INCLEMENT WEATHER 
The well being of all of our students continues to be a top priority for us.  Inclement weather may occasionally result in a cancellation of transportation services or early dismissal or closure of schools.  The decision to cancel transportation services shall be made prior to 6:30 am and broadcast on local radio stations and also on the transportation website – www.schoolbusinfo.com.  When transportation services are cancelled, schools will remain open, unless otherwise indicated on the radio broadcast.  

If buses are cancelled in the morning they will not run in the afternoon unless the cancellation is due to fog. (In the event of cancellation due to fog busses will run in the afternoon).  Please note that busses are sometimes cancelled by specific zones – there are 8 across the entire district.  Our zone is 7.  

Early dismissal will only occur in extreme circumstances.  The decision to have students transported home early will be announced by 12:00 noon on the local radio stations.  Parents/guardians (or alternate emergency contacts) will be contacted.  If no contact can be made before busses leave, students will remain at school until parents have been contacted and arrangements are made for picking up their child.
